· Volunteer at least 5 hours at the annual Hoofer Ski & Snowboard Resale (first weekend in December).  The number of hours you work affects how much money we are budgeted: it allows us to pay you for teaching lessons!  Most volunteers put in 10-20 hours over the 4 days, some people put over 80 hours.
